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Amendment of the Road Traffic Act pertaining to bicycles Effective on Nov. 1st, 2024

B Use of mobile phones and others (Road Traffic Act, Article 71, item (v)-5)

If you cause a traffic hazard

LYY Up to 1 year imprisonment with labor or a fine of up to 300,000 yen

Aside from the above, if you hold a mobile phone and others in your hand,

and talk or stare at the screen

=1 ELYAY Up to 6 months imprisonment with labor or a fine of up to 100,000 yen

@ It is permissible to ride a bicycle on the sidewalk at a slow speed if it is unsafe to ride on the road, or if the rider of a regular bicycle is a child under 13, an elderly person 70 or older, or a person with physical disabilities.
