During earthquakes like the Great Hanshin-Awaji Earthquake in 1995, the Kumamoto
Earthquake in 2016, many people died or suffered serious injury when they became trapped
underneath furniture.
Work on the assumption that furniture would fall over in the event of a major earthquake and
establish a safe space in advance by either securing furniture to keep it from overturning or

rearranging it.
