Tsunami Monument at the Taisho Bridge

The damage from the massive tsunami caused by the
major earthquake in 1854 (Kaei 7) was enormous. The
Ansei Massive Tsunami Monument built in July 1855
(Ansei 2) on the north side of the east bank of the Taisho
Bridge records what happened and conveys warnings to
future generations.
