Check your house and surroundings regularly.
In case of a typhoon, don’t try to reinforce your roof while the wind
and rain are strong—it’s very dangerous.

If your house was built according to the old aseismic standard before
May 31st, 1981, you should check on its ability to withstand an
earthquake and of what intensity.
