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the value of the language as a functional tool is widely accepted
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I will set the following two goals. In the first grade, students need to be able to
use basic continuing words and phrases and write brief sentences with them. In
writing activities, it is effective to choose a familiar topic, such as school life, so
that the students can generate ideas and write several sentences easily. Then
Iinstructing how to use basic continuing words by showing model sentences,
students can understand how to organize sentences.

Students in the second grade need to be able to write distinct facts and
opinions and pay attention to the organization of paragraphs. A pair or group
activity causes students to be cautious of what readers think. They give feedback
to each other about the organization and content in a pair or group. Each student
can check whether their writing is clear or not for the reader and revise it to make
it better.
