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(firzst) Such changes influence every aspect of society,
including things closely related to peoples’ daily lives. It
is clear that in order to support the growth of children,
education should confront this new situation.
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(fir51) I want my students to develop a respectful attitude toward
people from different cultures. Language is not just a corpus of
grammar and vocabulary but a living heritage which reflects the
culture and society of where it is spoken. Keeping that in mind, I
can raise students’ interest in different cultures by using a lot of
authentic materials and making them express their own opinions
or feelings so that they can easily use their imagination and link
themselves to the world unfamiliar to them. As for myself, as an
English teacher, I have to keep a spirit of curiosity and progress,
since English education is changing along with society. As
someone once said, if we teach today as we taught yesterday, we
rob our children of tomorrow. I would like to keep studying about
English education and offer my students the best and most
appropriate opportunity for them to learn English.
