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Fixing Furniture in Place
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Fixing furniture in place can save your life and the lives of your family members.
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Here’s what to do to keep furniture from falling over if an earthquake strikes!
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Know the facts and take action immediately to keep
furniture from falling over!!

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Furniture is placed so as not to interfere with doors or
block your way when evacuating
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No furniture in bedroom, or steps are taken to ensure No heavy or easily moving furniture next to windows or
safety of furniture near other glass surfaces
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No loose objects on top of furniture
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If a piece of furniture has top and bottom parts, Attach scattering prevention film to windows,
ensure they are linked together and fixed in place glass parts of furniture, and mirrors
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Fix suspended light fixtures, etc. in place with wire, etc. Flat-screen TV is fixed in place with fall prevention pole or
so they do not swing around or fall wall-hanging hardware
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Attach fittings, etc. to double doors that open from the center so they do not swing open
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Install bars, etc. to prevent books, etc. from falling off bookshelves
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[Basics] Fastening to the wall with screws
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A basic technique is to fasten furniture to the wall with screws using L brackets.When fastening furniture to the wall,
screws should go into structural elements such as studs (rather than simply into plaster).

If you cannot put screws into walls
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Only when furniture cannot be fastened directly to walls or floors, fix it in place at top and bottom using two or more types of fittings
(as arule, a single type is not sufficient).
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[Basics] Fastening to the wall with screws
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If the wall’s base material and studs have sufficient strength, and you can fix furniture in place with screws,
use screws to fasten furniture directly to the wall.
